Geographers Explore Green Careers
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The facility will divert over half a
million tonnes of non-recyclable
waste from landfill every year,
generating over 50 megawatts of
electricity and offering the opportunity
supply steam to local factories. As
such, it was a great case study for
our Geographers to learn about as
there are clear links to the GCSE
Geography curriculum.

As a next step, Geography teachers
across the West Norfolk Academies
Trust are looking to develop a
partnership with MVV so students
can get further insights into
sustainable energy generation in the
future.
